Minister for Health and Social Services to make her aware of the concerns that were raised
at the Forum around health issues for adults with a learning disability, especially the
funding issues when hospitalisation is required.

Joanne, Moira and Lynn agreed to come back to the Autumn Forum in October for an
update and further discussions. Gwenda Thomas AM will also be invited to the meeting.

We held another Relative Forum in June which Ainslie Aldron and Christine Scullion
Contract & Monitoring Officers from CCS i attended. They gave feedback from a recent
Relatives Questionnaire which overall was very positive about CLC services.
